ains power used at W

an accredited renewable source and fed back into the 
national power grid.

Waste
Since 2001, WOMADelaide has adopted a waste m

anagem
ent 

strategy that sees festival goers producing predom
inantly 

biodegradable and recyclable wastes. All cups, plates, 
crockery, serviettes and any item

s sold in packaging at 
W

OM
ADelaide are fully biodegradable, m

eaning they will 
break down over tim

e and be returned to the earth.

The m
en’s urinals at W

OM
ADelaide use water saving 

technology to ensure that no water is required for flushing. 
Specially-designed cubes keep the urinals clean and 
hygienic without the need for water. This saves a great deal 
of water over the course of the four days of the festival.

All toilets use recycled toilet paper.
